
Beloved friends,

Many times I have been asked about being in the Will of God, I always say, “Just put your feet on the floor and 
start moving, pray you are walking in the Holy Spirit, and following the leading of the LORD.” That is the pattern 
God has given to me for my life and my walk with Jesus. Let me tell you about one of the days 44 years ago I’ll 
never forget as I spent walking in His Will:

FAVOR WITH GOD - My son, Jeff, and I were penniless and I needed a job. I was newly born again when I 
heard about a new Ministry called High Adventure Ministries, Inc. George Otis was the Founder and President. 
George hired me and told me to sit in his Executive Assistant’s office. I was thrilled! George had a very hectic 
schedule and I tried to help him with the mail. I opened a two page letter from a High Adventure partner asking 
George if he had plans to go to Israel. If so, the partner wanted to join the tour. My heart just pounded when I heard 
this. The Holy Land of Israel! The thought of going there was more than anything I could’ve imagined! It would 
be so unbelievably wondrous – just the thought of walking where Jesus walked was electrifying. George came in 
and asked, “Jackie, is there anything new in the mail?” “Yes,” I replied, “a couple from Minnesota wrote asking if 
you are going on a tour to Israel?” He looked at me and asked, “Jackie, what do you think?” About a week earlier, 
a friend of mine, told me, “Jackie, I believe the Lord has spoken to me to go to Israel.” My heart pounded again. 
“That is fabulous! Take me with you.” Then I was embarrassed. Quickly, I asked, “Who are you going with?” 
She said, “Jackie there is a man in ministry named George Otis and if he should go I’m going to go with him.” 
She didn’t know that I WOULD BE WORKING FOR George. So, I told George what I had heard and he said, 
“That settles it! We are going!”

FAVOR WITH MAN - George turned around and nearly ran out the door. He quickly phoned 
a travel agency and a tour to Israel was organized. Within just a few months we had 99 people 
signed up. The sad part was, I sat there with longing in my heart to go with everyone, but I didn’t 
have the money. For that reason, I would not be able to go on the trip, but I found great favor with 
George Otis, and he kept me working in the office, and I loved my job especially as I helped to 
organize the Tour. Then, one afternoon, George walked in with a big smile, “Jackie, here is the 
money, go get your passport! The Lord hath need of thee in Jerusalem!”

FAVOR WITH THE HOLY SPIRIT - George and I were very similar in our spiritual giftings. We would 
frequently hear from the Holy Spirit and make decisions simply because it fit in with our desires and the prompting 
of the Holy Spirit. Luke 4:1 says, “Jesus was led by the Spirit into the desert.” In Acts 10:29 it says, “Paul was 
compelled by the Spirit.”

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MOTHERS HONORED, BUT NOT 
MENTIONED IN THE BIBLE

Florence and Genevieve are two mothers not spoken of in the Bible; but, they are 
my grandmother and mother.

GRANDMOTHER FLORENCE
Florence Milligan was only ten years old when she was forced to 
quit school and go to work in a sewing factory. She only had a 
third grade education. She told us about how she and her little 
brother, Oscar, would frequently huddle together as they sat out 
on the curb in the cold Oregon night air. They were both less than 
five years old when their father, a railroad engineer, was killed. 
A rainstorm washed out a bridge and the steam train he was 
on plunged into a raging river. Their mother was left penniless 
and alone. She found a job, but had to work long nights. The two little children, 
frightened by the sounds in the night would run outside until their mother came 
home from work.

She married our grandfather when she was only fifteen, but still she found no real 
happiness. Grandpa was a fireman and nine years her senior. He begged her to 
marry him and threatened suicide if she didn’t. So, she did. After they married, 
she was alone again. He worked long hours and sometimes didn’t come home 
for days at a time. She loved her five children dearly, and struggled to raise them 
practically on her own. 

Florence was invited to a camp meeting featuring a young 
Pentecostal girl, Uldine Utley. There had been a glorious 
outpouring of the Holy Spirit and for the first time in her 
life, Grandma felt the LOVE of God. She was overcome with 
emotion hearing how much Jesus loved her, and she ran 
to the alter to accept her Lord and Savior Jesus Christ. I 
remember her deeply shedding tears when she told about 
this event. Her life had changed completely and she was 

never left alone again! She would say to all of us, “I love you, but no one will ever 
be above Jesus to me! I love Him more than anyone or anything in the world.” She  
became a great evangelist by telling everyone she came in contact with about 
Jesus!

MOTHER GENEVIEVE
During World War II, Genevieve went to work in a California defense 
factory while my father was in the Army. My grandmother was very

concerned so she boarded a greyhound bus for her first evangelistic journey. 
“Genevieve! Why are you and these children not in church?” Mom told her that she 
had tried to go but when she went to a church she only felt worse than before she 
got there. One evening while Grandma watched us, Mom went to a new church. 
She told Grandma, “On the way home I passed a church and the doors were open. 
I could hear them singing and happy so I went into see more. It was a Pentecostal 
church and I liked it.” The next service found Grandma, Mom, and the 
kids packed in the car and on our way to the Foursquare Gospel church 
in Tujunga, California. Florence and Genevieve were filled with the Holy 
Spirit and from then on, we were there every time the door was open. 
In 1945, Dad came home from the Army. He had given his heart to the 
Lord in a foxhole in Germany. And now, the entire family was “saved.” 
Dad and mom became Foursquare Pastors, Mom continued always to 
minister and evangelize.

In her later years, she never left the house without her BURNING 
HUT tracts. Can you imagine her being threatened with arrest in her 
late 80’s unless she stopped giving tracts in the stores? We have no 
idea how many hundreds she gave out. On Genevieve’s headstone, 
we wrote, “Her children will rise up and call her blessed.” Proverbs 
31:10-31.

TWO WOMEN HONORED AND MENTIONED IN THE BIBLE

In 2nd Timothy 1:5, we read of two Jewish women: a Grandmother 
Lois and Daughter Eunice who obviously met Jesus when he was 
alive. He was their LORD. Both married Greeks and probably had a 
comfortable life. Together, they discipled and passed their faith on 
to Timothy. The Apostle Paul must have met Timothy on his first trip 
through Lystra and was greatly impressed by these two women. 
Paul said to Timothy, “I am reminded of your sincere faith, a faith 
that dwelt first in your grandmother Lois and your mother Eunice 
and now I am sure it dwells in you.” On his second trip through Lystra he picked up 
Timothy and later said, “He was like a son to me.” Lois and Eunice imparted into 
Timothy a gift of sincere faith. 

Florence and Genevieve’s love for Israel and God’s chosen people now expands 
over five generations. Mom would often say, “Jackie, these are God’s chosen 
people. They are the apples of God’s eye. If you bless them God will bless you.”
